QUALITY ASSURANCE PROGRAM
HEALTH CARE REQUIREMENTS VERIFICATION/CERTIFICATION
· These health requirements are designed to educate the Exhibitor on how to raise a quality animal and to supply the highest quality end product to the Buyer.  This is a public health issue and is the responsibility of the Exhibitor.

· All Market Class Exhibitors are responsible for documenting and submitting a completed Verification/ Certification Form and a completed Record of Medications/Biologicals to your agriculture teacher/FFA advisor at the time of weigh-in or at a designated due date.  If this form is not submitted or is incomplete, the animal will not be allowed to show or compete. 

· Exhibitors have sole responsibility for insuring that their animal is free from all label and extra-label Medications/Biologicals residues by the first day of livestock show.

· Medications/Biologicals as identified in the minimum health care requirements of the quality assurance program must be administered by one of the following authorized individuals only:  the producer/supplier prior to or at the time of purchase, Project Leader/FFA Advisor or by a designated large livestock veterinarian.
· It is strongly recommended that all Medications/Biologicals be administered in a manner that will minimize carcass damage. 

· Market animals are required to be free of all medication by first day of the livestock show.  

· Any Medications/Biologicals administered after the first day of the show must be prescribed by a veterinarian, must conform to the manufacturer's withdrawal time, and a Drug Use Declaration form must be turned in to the agriculture teacher/FFA Advisors.

· If the veterinarian determines an animal requires medical treatment during the livestock show to insure its health and welfare, and the Medications/Biologicals administered have a required withdrawal time that is beyond the time of the auction, then that animal will be required to be withdrawn from the auction.

· Residue testing is performed at the slaughter facility. The Owner/Exhibitor understands and consents that the animal is subject to testing and agrees to cooperate with any tests conducted on the animal by or on behalf of the livestock show.
· Complete the online quality assurance certification and attach certification to this form. 

· All Quality Assurance Forms will be submitted on Friday, July 16, 2021.

Swine:
At time of purchase:


· Vaccinate for: Bordatella bronchiseptica, Erysipelotrix rhusiopathiae, Haemophilus parasius-pleuropnemonia (Actinobacillus Pleuropnemoniae)

· Deworm with appropriate dewormer (check withdrawal time)

Sheep & Goats


At time of purchase:


· Deworm with appropriate dewormer (check withdrawal time)

· Vaccinate for:  Clostridium perfringens type C & D, Tetanus toxoid

IF DRUG RESIDUE IS DETECTED I MAY BE LIABLE TO THE BUYER FOR AN AMOUNT EQUAL TO THREE TIMES THE PURCHASE PRICE AND MAY ALSO BE LIABLE FOR ATTORNEY’S FEES AND CIVIL PENALTIES (FOOD AND AGRICULTURE CODE SECTION 14363)
